An update from Kurt on Tax Increment Reinvestment Zone (TIRZ) 12

We are officially kicking off the Seamist Improvement project. Final design is
ongoing but Harris County Commissioner's Court officially approved the
project, so there will be a public kick-off ceremony event in the next couple
months. This project will extend all the way from 18th to 11th, and includes
drainage upgrades, wider sidewalks, and all new roadways.

We are currently pursuing grants for other projects- hope to have updates on
those soon. Our budget pending approval has over $4-mil allocated in spend
over the next year so we are going to be doing a lot!

We had a great time at the annual
Lazybrook 4™ of July Parade. Big thanks
to all who came out despite the rain!

You may notice we have trimmed the
elm grove near the TC Jester & 610 sign
and will also perform annual tree care on
the new trees at Brooktree and TC
Jester.
